ROAD SAFETY

We have received complaints recently ab
students driving dangerously on Don Bu
Road and side roads near the school.

students bringing vehicles to school. SCHOOL

No student is allowed, as of right, to bring a car, truck or
motorcycle to school.

Year 11 students are not permitted to bring vehicles to school
unless there are special circumstances.

A senior (Year 12, 13 or 14) student who plans to bring a
vehicle to school must prst notify the school and obtain
permission by completing the Vehicle Permission Form
available from the school ofPce. This form is to be completed
and returned to Mr Riseborough, along with the studentOs
driver®s licence for veribcation. Permission is normally
granted for all such senior students, but the process of
notifying the school also enables us to have a record of each
vehicle. Often there are situations such as damage to vehicles,
lights left on, keys left in the car and construction work
requiring cars to be moved. In such cases we are able to notify
the student concerned during the school day.

If a student is given permission to bring a vehicle to school it
does not follow that he/she may carry passengers.

Parents should be aware that if students on a restricted
licence are found to be carrying passengers the bne is $400
plus 25 demerit points. Passengers in the car in such a case
are liable for a $400 bne also. The Police bned several
students last year.
