UNIFORM - WHITE TEE-SHIRTS

At its meeting on Thursday 30 April, the Board of Trustees
agreed to a request that students be allowed to wear a white
tee-shirt under their school top.

STUDENT BEHAVIOUR AND
DRESS

Students are expected to behave and dress in a manner which
respects the rights of others and which enhances the school’s
reputation in the community.

Massey High School is a uniform school and school uniform is
to be worn correctly at all times so that students can be
identified as belonging to Massey High School.
