CHANGES TO THE TIMETABLE  

We wish to remind parents about arrangements for the close 
of school during the last three weeks of Term 2. The Board of 
Trustees has approved the changes. 

Week 9 (Exam Week) – School closes each day at 1.30pm. 

Weeks 10 & 11 – School closes on Mondays at 2pm and at the 
normal time of 3.10pm for the other days of the week. 
 

This week, 14 – 18 June, is Exam Week. School will finish each 
day at the end of period 4. Students will be released at 
1.30pm and buses will be available at that time. Late bus 
students will be supervised. Should any students wish to stay 
at school to study, arrangements will be made for their 
supervision. They should meet in the Hall at 1.30pm with their 
study materials. 
 

For teachers, the early close will allow them time to mark 
assessments and to start writing the mid-year reports. For the 
students, the purpose of the early closing each day is to allow 
them to go home and have some study time. This is their only 
study leave during the Exam Week. 
 

Exam Week is for all students at Massey High School. Senior 
students may be sitting an internal NCEA achievement or unit 
standards, or a practice assessment for an external NCEA 
achievement standard. Junior students will have end-of-
course assessments.  
 

UNIFORM 
Now that winter is well and truly here, it is important that 
students dress well in their uniform to keep themselves warm 
and dry. We are concerned that a number of students arrive 
at school poorly clothed. Some are wearing only a tee-shirt 
and school top on the upper part of their body. Temperatures 
are now decreasing and the weather is starting to become 
colder, especially in the mornings. Inadequate clothing is not 
conducive to a student’s learning and feeling comfortable 
about being at school. 

The range of uniform items includes a warm jumper and two 
choices of jacket which can help students to dress well for 
winter weather. As well, students can wear extra clothing 

under their uniform, as long as it is not seen. A hoodie, 
however, is not to be worn and is not a Massey High School 
uniform item. 
 

Some students have commented that their family thinks the 
jumper and / or the jacket is too expensive to buy. The 
prices are comparable with similar clothing items and with 
uniforms at other schools. Both items will last the student 
more than one year and are a good investment in providing 
for the student’s well-being for his/her future at this school. 
If a family is in financial need, assistance can be given by the 
school. In such a case you should contact one of the Deputy 
Principals or the student’s dean.
