SENIOR SCHOOL PRIVILEGES
We are in the process of restructuring our Year 12 and 13 
classes into a senior school that will have an environment with 
many similarities to that of a university or polytechnic. One 
measure we have introduced from 8 March is to allow senior 
students the privilege of not being required to attend form 
period on some days of the week. 

Students must still attend their designated school assembly 
during the week and an administration form period. On 
Mondays attendance is compulsory at the administration form 
period for every student and at assembly for those students in 
Anawhata School. Anawhata students have their compulsory 
administration form period on Tuesdays. Other school 
assemblies are Karekare Ð Tuesday, Muriwai Ð Wednesday, 
Piha Ð Thursday, Te Henga Ð Friday. Twice a term we have 
level assemblies which students must also attend. NotiÞcation 
of these is given in the previous week.

Thus, unless a student has another meeting or commitment, 
they do not have to be at school on three days of the week until 
the start of period 1 at 9.00am. This privilege is dependent on 
the student complying with all school rules, including arriving 
at school and at class on time and wearing the uniform 

correctly. If a student has been non-compliant then the 
privilege is withdrawn.

Last week we had an amnesty week when those students who 
were at risk of not retaining the senior privileges were given 
the chance to address their non-compliance, e.g. complete 
detentions, Þx their uniform problems, arrive at school and at 
class on time.

The parents of non-compliant students will receive a letter to 
notify them that their child has had the senior privileges 
withdrawn and, therefore, must be at school to attend form 
period at 8.40am every day.

In most cases these students will, however, have the 
opportunity to have the privileges reinstated by addressing 
their non-compliance issues. The privileges will be awarded at 
the discretion of the Dean of School after the student has 
attended for ten days without any non-compliance.

We hope that senior students will show maturity, responsibility 
and good self-management so that they can make a success of 
this new practice.

P A R E N T - S C H O O L 
PARTNERSHIP FOR STUDENT 
ACHIEVEMENT
In 2007 we piloted a new programme to raise academic 
achievement called Academic Counselling. This programme 
had a signiÞcant effect on the progress of our students and 
their overall achievement. Thus we have continued with this 
programme since then. The programme involves every student 
developing a long term (5 year) Personal Education Plan and a 
medium term (1 year) Personal Educational Plan (PEP). This 
plan will contain goals, course plans and academic targets. 
Each student will be interviewed three times a year by their 
academic counsellor, usually their dean, to help develop and 
monitor the PEP.

Part of this programme involves strengthening the partnership 
and improving communication between home and school. An 
important aspect of this is the parent-teacher-student interview. 
Over the last three years we have been delighted that an 
average of 75% of our parents came to interviews. The 
feedback from all has been enthusiastically positive. Many 
parents have continued contact during the year with their 
childÕs form teacher. We are especially keen to meet the 
parents of Year 9 students but encourage all parents to attend 
and are looking forward to meeting you again.

This year we will be holding the interviews in Week Three, 
Term 2 on 6 and 7 May. We request that all parents, and their 
son or daughter, take part in this important meeting about their 
childÕs academic plans and progress. A letter will be posted 
home before the end of Term 1 which will explain the process 
in more detail. Please read it carefully. Your childÕs form 
teacher will also be contacting you about conÞrming your 
interview time.

We look forward to meeting with you and your child in Term 
2.
