T E A C H E R - O N LY D AY S 
TERM 3
This is to inform you that there will be two teacher-only days 
in Term 3.  The Þrst is a West Auckland ÔjumboÕ day for all 
secondary school teachers to collaborate on the new NZ 
Curriculum which will start to be implemented in 2010.  This 
day is Tuesday August 4 and is sanctioned by the Ministry of 
Education.  We had no choice on the day chosen.

The second is a compensation day for teachers who have had 
to cover other teachersÕ classes from time to time because a 
relief teacher was unavailable.  This is part of the Secondary 
TeachersÕ Collective Agreement and we Þnd it more effective 
to compensate all teachers on one day rather than spread it 
over the whole year at an estimated saving of $30,000.

Teachers will be at work on both days and so if you Þnd it 
inconvenient to organise supervision of your son or daughter, 
you may send them to school with study materials and we will 
supervise them.  Buses will not run on these days.  The Board 
of Trustees has approved both days.

Please remember that 24 August is our mid-term break and 
school will not be open, so the compensation day creates a 
longer mid-term break for students.
