Regular attendance at school is fundamental to student 
learning.  Students who attend school regularly are more 
likely to achieve educational success and increase their career 
and life options.

Section 29 of the Education Act makes parents responsible 
for their childÕs regular attendance at school.  Parents whose 
child does not attend Òcommits an offenceÓ under the terms 
of the Education Act and on Òsummary convictionÓ can be 
Þned.  So the onus is quite clearly on parents to ensure their 
children attend school. 

The school would like to work in partnership with parents on 
attendance and this is why we have an attendance policy and 
procedures to monitor attendance:

1. All students must be at school and in class by 8.35am.

2. If your son/daughter is late they should:
a) Go directly to class before 8.45am.
b) Report to the Attendance Administrator if their bus

c) Report to the Attendance Administrator after 

8.45am.
