SENIOR EXAMS
The end-of-year internal senior exams begin on 
Tuesday 13 October, in the first week of Term 4 
and finish on Wednesday 21 October in Week 2. 
This leaves approximately  three weeks from today, 
including the two-week holiday, when students can 
study for their exams. Before starting their study, 
students should do the following:

1. Find out how the exam paper is organised.

2. Find out what content the exam will assess.

3. Ensure notes and folders are in order and 
complete.

4. Organise a study plan, including attending 
the schoolÕs holiday classes which are 
advertised in the schoolÕs Daily Notices.

Effective study is active revision. Students need to 
write as well as read and say things aloud (READ, 
WRITE, RECITE ). They need to practise writing 
exam answers within the exam time allocation. The 
October school exams will provide good practice 
for the external NCEA exams in November, where 
at least half of the credits in most subjects can be 
achieved. See over for the exam timetable.
