H1N1 (SWINE) INFLUENZA
With the Term 2 holiday approaching and a number of families 
planning to travel, both overseas and around NZ, Massey High 
School is aware of the threat posed by the swine ßu epidemic, 
particularly the risk posed by travellers returning as potential 
carriers.
