UNIFORM – WHITE TEE-SHIRTS 
Students are allowed to wear a white tee-shirt under their 
school top. Many students wear them for modesty and 
hygiene reasons. However, the tee-shirt must be plain white 
with no other colour or graphics on it and it must be short 
sleeved when worn under the short sleeved top. An 
alternative is for students to wear a vest, singlet or camisole. 

STUDENT BEHAVIOUR AND DRESS 
Students are expected to behave and dress in a manner which 
respects the rights of others and which enhances the school’s 
reputation in the community. Massey High School is a uniform 
school and school uniform is to be worn correctly at all times 
so that students can be identified as belonging to Massey 
High School. This includes when the students are travelling to 
and from school. Students who do not wear correct uniform 
may be sent home. Appearance should be clean and tidy at all 
times.  

Students are expected to abide by the school rules at all 
times. There are consequences for breaking these rules which 
may range from impositions through to detentions, 
withdrawal from classes to exclusion or expulsion. 
Poor behaviour interferes with the student’s learning, the 
learning of others and the teacher’s role in the classroom. It is 
a timely reminder that when students enrolled at the school, 
both they and their parent(s) signed an agreement that they 
would abide by the school rules. When students abide by this 
agreement, we can all give much more time and focus to 
raising achievement.
