ROAD SAFETY
We have received a number of complaints 
from members of the public and the Police 
about students driving dangerously to and 
from school.  This is a reminder that the school has the right to 
forbid students to bring cars to and from school as we are 
responsible for them during this time. 

It is timely to remind parents and students of the schoolÕs 
policy and procedure for students bringing vehicles to school.
No student is allowed, as of right, to bring a car, truck or 
motorcycle to school.

Year 11 students are not permitted to bring vehicles to school
unless there are special circumstances.

A senior (Year 12, 13 or 14) student who plans to bring a 
vehicle to school must Þrst notify the school and obtain 
permission by completing the Vehicle Permission Form 
available from the school ofÞce. This form is to be completed 
and returned to Mr Riseborough, along with the studentÕs 
driverÕs licence for veriÞcation. Permission is normally 
granted for all such senior students but the process of notifying 
the school also enables us to have a record of each vehicle. 
Often there are situations such as damage to vehicles, lights

left on, keys left in the car and construction work requiring 
cars to be moved. In such cases we are able to notify the 
student concerned during the school day. If a student is given 
permission to bring a vehicle to school it does not follow that 
he/she may carry passengers. Parents and students should be 
aware that if students on a restricted licence are found to be 
carrying passengers the Þne is $400 plus 25 demerit points. 
Passengers in the car in such a case are liable for a $400 Þne 
also. The Police Þned several students last year.
Vehicles brought to school are to be parked in Gallony 
Avenue, NOT on Don Buck Road.

The NZBS recommends students discuss blood donation 
within their family.  If families have any particular objection to 
the student choosing to make a blood donation then please 
make those issues known to the student and to the school 
before the collection date stated above.  More information 
about blood donation will be available on the day of 
collection.

It is important that we encourage students into a lifetime habit 
of donating blood and making a worthwhile contribution to 
their community.

Becoming a Blood DonorÉ

Age: First Time Donors Existing Donors
 16 to 60 years of age. Up to 71 years of age.

Weight: You must be 50 kg or over.

Health:
¥ You must be in good health.
¥ You cannot donate if you have a cold, ßu, sore throat, cold 

sore, stomach bug or any other infection. 
¥ If you have recently had a tattoo or body piercing you 

cannot donate for six months from the date of the 
procedure.

¥ If you have visited the dentist for a minor procedure you 
must wait 24 hours before donating; for major work wait a 
month.

¥ Travel: You must not have lived in the United Kingdom, 
France or the Republic of Ireland between 1980 and 1996 
for 6 months or more.

¥ Food: You must have eaten some food during the four 
hours prior to donation.

Important Facts On Blood

There is no substitute for human blood.  Healthy donors are 
the only source of supply. Only 4% of New ZealandÕs 
population currently donate blood, yet over 80% of us will 
need a blood product in our lifetime. A blood donation is 
separated into different components, each of which is used to 
treat different patientsÑaccident trauma, patients undergoing 
surgery, people with leukaemia, transplant patients and many 
others. Blood products are also used for immunisation to help 
prevent diseases such as hepatitis A and B, tetanus and chicken 
pox. Each donation is able to help up to three peopleÑblood 
donors are literally lifesavers.

Parents are welcome to come to the school to donate blood at 
this collection session. 

Please ensure you bring suitable identiÞcation with you. Either 
photo identiÞcation, or two other forms of identiÞcation will 
be acceptable. One must conÞrm date of birth e.g. school ID 
card, passport, birth certiÞcate or driverÕs licence etc. With 
your consent we may also ask the school to conÞrm you are 
least 16 years of age.
