Avoid using cold and cough preparations. They are
expensive and only around 6% effective.

Children with viral infections can be infectious before they
show symptoms, as well as after their symptoms clear up.
On the other hand, some children can cough for weeks
because the virus has affected the lining of their lungs. So
you can have a well child who is shedding virus, a coughing
child who is no longer shedding virus, and infection by viral
particles that lurk on surfaces and objects. ItOs not practical
to keep everybody home whoOs shedding virus so your main
concern must be your own childOs needs, not the risk to
other children.
