Create a smooth takeoff each day. Get organised the
night before. Give your children a hug before they
leave the house and you head to work. Tell them how
proud you are of them. Your childrenOs self-
conbdence and sense of security will help them do8|
well both in school and in life. A positive, happy start
is the best foundation for the day at school.

Prepare for a happy reunion at the end of the day.
Create predictable rituals such as 10-20 minutes
listening to your children talk about their day over an
after-school snack B before you check phoneg,
messages, read the mail, or begin dinner. This is truly "
quality time when your children know your attention

is focused on them and they can count on you every
day after school.

Fill your childOs lunchbox with healthy snacks and ,q,
lunches. Have dinner as a family, preferably round
the table, at a reasonable hour. In the morning provide

a healthy breakfast with whole gains, protein and fruit.

A well-balanced diet maximises your childrenOs
learning potential and helps them stay alert throughout
the school day.

Include peaceful times in your childrenOs afternoons
and evenings. Maintain a schedule of regular

questions. Public libraries are an excellent resource
and can become a habit at a very early age.

Be a partner with your childOs teacher. When you need
to speak to the teacher in reference to a specibc issue
with your child, do it privately, not in front of your
child. Never criticise your childOs teacher in front of
your child. Keep adult disagreements among the adults
concerned.

Set up a system where routine items are easily located b
such as backpacks, shoes, signed notices. Create a
central calendar for coming events to make sure
everyone is prepared. Boys in particular can benebt
from learning how to organise themselves.

Become involved in school activities. This could be
helping with reading, being on a committee, helping
with a PTA event, going to meetings and providing
transport. Teachers appreciate the practical support of
parents B and children whose parents are involved do
better at school.
