This programme aims to 
encourage academic achievement, raise aspirations and 
enhance self-conÞdence at this critical time. Successful 
applicants take part in Tuesday afternoon tutoring sessions at 
Massey High School where they will receive assistance with 
homework and participate in academic skills workshops with a 
mentor from Auckland University. In addition, opportunities 
throughout the year include a weekend academic retreat, a 
study wananga and a university campus tour. The costs are 
minimal as the programme is fully funded. However, spaces 
are strictly limited. Successful applicants have been notiÞed 
and are invited with their whanau to attend the launch evening 
at our school Marae on Tuesday 7th April 6-7pm. If your child 
has not yet submitted an application  and would like to be 
considered for this opportunity, please encourage them to 
register on the waiting list.
