NZQA FEES

NZQAQfees for NCEA are now due and should be paid
urgently at the Bursars’ office. Accounts were sent out in
early August. This fee is not just for external examinations
but for internal standards achieved as well. Students who do
not pay fees will not receive their Record of Achievement in
January.

NCEA AND SENIOR EXAMS

With only three weeks left before the end of Term 3, it is
really important that students are focused and working hard
on their academic studies. Teaching programmes are planned
to be completed by the end of this term as Term 4 is largely
devoted to exams. The senior exams are only five and a half
weeks away, including the holidays. NCEA external exams
start on 17 November, ten weeks from today.

The internal exams, starting on 15 October, provide practice for
the external exams. It is important that students take these
seriously and that they prepare well for them for a number of
reasons. For most subjects, at least half of the credits for
NCEA can be achieved externally. Thus their performance in
the internal exams is a good indicator to students of how they
are achieving and what they still need to do to improve. Results
from the internal exams provide information for the end-of-year
reports and also for certificates and prizes which are awarded at
the end-of-year prize giving.

Students need to plan their time carefully from now on so that
they complete all work and assignments and devote some time
to study for their exams. There are homework centres in the
library on Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Thursdays after school,
extra classes available in some subjects and some exam
preparation classes during the holidays. Last year we offered
this holiday programme and found that many students attended
so we are planning to offer it again this year. The programme
will be advertised in the school’s daily notices.

ASSESSMENT WEEK

Next week is Assessment Week for all students at Massey High
School. It is vital that students are at school every day and that
they are on time to begin period 1 at 8.35am. As well as
carrying out the assessments, teachers will continue to deliver
their usual classroom programmes.

For senior students, some of the assessment time is being used
to assess internal NCEA achievement or unit standards.
Students need to prepare well to achieve their credits in these.
They may also have a practice assessment for an external
NCEA achievement standard in some subjects. This is an
important learning experience as students can gain an idea of
their progress towards their achievement of the external credits.
Junior students will have assessments in some of their subjects.

To study effectively, students should do active revision. When
they learn their notes, they need to write as well as read, and
say things aloud (READ, WRITE, RECITE). An effective study

strategy is to write practice assessment answers and to do this
within the suggested time allocation.

Some examples of the activities offered are an Art Exhibition,
with works for sale by silent auction (also open to parents),
the Music Soiree at 6pm on Tuesday night, a student based
film festival with an awards evening, The Moscars, on
Thursday at 6.30pm, a student-staff debate, dance classes,
chess.

Arts Week will provide both staff and students with many
opportunities in which to participate and show their talents
and with presentations and workshops that they can enjoy.
Programmes are placed on posters around the school and
each day’s events will be advertised in the school’s daily
notices.

SICK STUDENTS

If students become sick during the day they must go to the
nurse and she will decide if a parent needs to be contacted to
come and take the child home. Some students are deciding
for themselves that they need to go home sick and are
phoning parents directly without going to the nurse first. This
makes it very difficult for the school to keep a track of
students’ whereabouts during the day which we must do for
their health and safety. We ask parents to assist us in having
their child follow the correct procedures regarding sickness at
school.
