
PERFORMING 
ARTS CENTRE 
Our Per forming Ar ts and 
Administration Centre is about to be 
signed off and construction will be 
starting any day. 

This is going to be a magnificent facility 
designed by New Zealand’s leading 
architects JASMAX.  The auditorium 
will seat 480 with the ability to reduce 
it for more intimate and smaller 
audiences. 

There will be some inconvenience while it is being built which 
will take until May 2011.  One of the issues will be the 
congestion at the end of the school day.  We will be restricted 
to one bus lane only and so it is really important that cars do 
not come into the school grounds at this time. Buses start 
arriving at 2.30pm so we are asking parents not to drive into 
the school between 2.30pm and 3.20pm when most of the 
buses have departed.    Buses will also be using the bus stop 
outside the school on Don Buck Road. We thank you for your 
co-operation in this matter. 

SENIOR PRIVILEGES 
For some time we have been negotiating with the 
Government to develop a senior college at our school, linked 
in with tertiary providers. The thinking behind this is to create 
a more mature environment for our senior (Years 12 and 13) 
students whereby they have access to some tertiary courses 
and more freedom.  We think this will retain students at 
school, raise their level of achievement and qualifications, 
provide the opportunity for parents/adults to return to 
education and provide more pathways to tertiary education.  
We have visited several overseas countries where this works 
well. 
 
As a step in this direction we trialled some senior privileges 
including coming to school later and being allowed to leave 
school at lunchtime. There is a requirement to be at school in 
class at all other times. 

We were really pleased that 85% of senior students co-
operated fully, another 10% were good and 5% let us down 
badly.  Therefore we decided to withdraw the late start 
temporarily but retain the lunchtime privilege until the 

students demonstrated greater co-operation.  We are also 
producing a senior privilege card which students purchase 
and must hand in when they leave at lunch time and collect 
when they return on time.  Failure to return on time will 
result in a loss of privilege for a short period. 

Changes like this take time to become successful and we 
look forward to reinstating the senior privileges soon. 

Next year, Year 11 students will have to graduate in order to 
gain the privileges.  The criteria for graduation are NCEA 
Level 1 and good CITIZENSHIP as determined by their Deans.  
This will include such attributes as attendance, punctuality, 
wearing correct uniform and behaviour. 

NATIONAL CHEMISTRY OLYMPIAD 
Congratulations to Jai Min Choi (13APA) and Lujia Xu 
(13APA) on attaining a bronze award at the National 
Chemistry Olympiad competition held in Tokyo in the 
holidays.  This is one of the highest international academic 
achievements for  students in the country.

NZQA FEES 
NCEA fees of $75 (or $375 for international students) are 
being collected now and payment in full is due by the end of 
August, as we are required to send the fee payments to 
NZQA in Wellington.  Fees statements are presently being 
posted home.  Also, applications for financial assistance will 
be closed at the end of August. Financial Assistance 
Application forms are available from the school office or via 
the NZQA website www.nzqa.govt.nz. (Financial assistance 
for NCEA payments applies if the student or caregiver is 
eligible for a community services card or receives a Work 
and Income or Study Link benefit, or if there is more than 
one candidate per family living at the same address.) 
Payment can be made either at the Bursars’ Office (eftpos 
available), by mailing your cheque to Massey High School, 
274 Don Buck Road, Massey, Waitakere 0614 or by direct 
credit.  If using this last option, please ensure that the 
student’s name and four digit I.D. Number are given as a 
reference.
