All students who are eligible for assisted transport will need to
pay for their MHS ID card. Eligible students will have BUS
printed in red on their ID card. Showing this card to the driver
entitles the student to travel free on the Ministry buses.
Ineligible students will need to purchase tickets from Ritchies
Bus Company or from school, depending on which bus they
use.

Ritchies Bus Company will be available at school on
Wednesday 11 February at lunchtime to sell Ritchies tickets
necessary for Bus 1, 2, 3, 7, 9 and 11 which are the shared
Ministry runs. They will also be selling the Ritchies Fast Pass
tickets necessary to travel on Bus 10A and 10B.

EARLY ABSENCE
NOTIFICATION

In the near future we are planning to trial an automated
notibcation of student absence to parents/caregivers. This will
involve a text or email notibcation direct from the school
database. Our intention at this stage is that this would take
place shortly after 11.00am each day, so that student absence
from classes in the brst two periods of the day will be
communicated directly to mobile phones or email addresses.
This will give the opportunity for a response from parents/
caregivers by text or email to explain cases of genuine
absence, but it will also provide more immediate notibcation
of truancy that parents/caregivers might otherwise not be
aware of until much later.




This process will depend on the school having accurateattendance. These benebts include greater student safety,
database records of email addresses and mobile phoreommunity well-being and a sense of connectedness for all.
